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Since 2005, an unchanged set ofteams have competed in the South Division I District. Forthe 2010 season however, South Dl welcomed the

addition of three programs.

Congratulations are due to the South District 2010 Champions Episcopal Knights. ln the words of Coach Mike Donnelly, "we won the games that

cgunted". Gaining a second seed in the District playoffs, Episcopal started the season well, earning victories against St. Thomas (10-1), Cinco

Ranch (17-6), Anderson (14-8), Memorial (16-12), before losing to Dallas Jesuit (6-13) and Coppell (7-13). ln the District playoffs, the Knights

offense started to click by defeating Strake Jesuit (14-10) in the semi{inals and went on to defeat St. John's (12-6) in the South District

Championship. Travelling to Austin for the THSLL Super Regional, Episcopal Houston will face the winner of the Episcopal School of Dallas vs.

For 2010, The Woodlands opened up district competition with eight straight district victories by beating St. John's (14-9), Cinco Ranch (16-6),

Their signature victory in regular season was against the Woodland (13-7) to conclude the

regular seasgn. ln the district playoffs, Strake got by Kinkaid (12-7) but stumbled against Episcopal Houston (10-14). Earning the fourth

seed in the Central Super Regional, Strake Jesuit will face Anderson in the first round. lf victorious against Anderson, Strake will play St. Marks

in a rematch of the closely contested 2009 State semi-final game. Winning All State honors for Strake this year were All-American nominees

Chris Duin (attack) and "the human clearing machine" Tyler McLamb at midfield.

Kingwood again made solid gains in 2010 winning 5 district games and losing 4, with wins against St. Thomas (15-4), Cinco Ranch (15-3),

Memorial (11-9), Lamar (10-6) and Kinkaid (10-6). Making the District playoffs for 2010, Kingwood played against St. John's in the first round

in a hard fought, but losing effort (9-11). Kingwood looks to be very strong for 2011 with the return of All State and All American nominee

Patrick McClearon in goal, All State defenseman Hunter Henrick and All State attackman Ryan Delange.

Kinkaidwent5-4indistrictgamesthisseason,earningwinsagainstMemorial,St.Thomas (10-3),CincoRanch(13-5),Lamar(14-11)andthe

eventual District Champions Episcopal Houston (8-5). ln the first round of the District playoffs, Kinkaid fell to Strake Jesuit (5-10). A bright spot

for the Falcons this season was the performance of midfielder Graham Bayley, dominating the face off "X" while gaining All State honors and

also All American consideration.

For 2011, the South District anticipates the addition of one or perhaps two teams moving up from Division ll, at testament to not onlythe

growth of high school lacrosse, but also its improvement in quality.

Due to the huge growth of lacrosse in Houston, programs at the youth, middle school and high school level need parents of today's

player to be active and volunteer their time to improve the quality of the game in Texas for future players.

Lacrosse, considered to be America's first sport, was born of the

North American lndian, christened by the French, and adapted and

ra ised by the Ca nad ia ns. Modern lacrosse has been em braced by

athletes and enthusiasts of the United States and the British

Commonwealth for over a century.

The sport of lacrosse is a combination of basketball, soccer

and hockey. Anyone can play lacrosse--the big or the small. The

game requires and rewards coordination and agility, not brawn.

Quickness and speed are two highly prized qualities in lacrosse.

An exh ila ratlng sp0rt, lacrosse is fast-paced a nd f u ll of action.

Long sprtnts up and down the field with abrupt starts and stops,

preclsion passes and dodges are routine tn men's and women,s

lacrosse. Lacrosse is played with a stick, the crosse, which must

be mastered by the player to throw, catch and scoop the ball.

Lacrosse is one of the fastest growing team sports in the United

States. Youth participation in the sport has grown over 500% since

1999 to nearly 250,000. No sport has grown faster at the high

school level over the last 10 years and there are now an estimated

200,000 high school players. Lacrosse is also the fastest-growing

sport over the last six years at the NCAA level, and that's just the

tip of the tceberg.There are more than 500 college club programs,

including nearly 200 women's teams that com pete at the US

Lacrosse lntercollegiate Associates level.

BRIEF HISTORY

With a history that spans centuries, lacrosse ts the oldest sport

in North America. Rooted in Native American relrgion, lacrosse

was often played to resolve confficts, heal the sick, and develop

strong, virile men. To Natrve America ns, lacrosse is still referred

to as "The Creator's Game."

lronically, Iacrosse also served as a preparation for war. Legend

tells of as many as 1,000 players per side, from the same 0r

d tfferent tribes, who took tu rns engaging in a violent contest.

Contestants played 0n a field from one to 15 mrles in length,

a nd ga mes sometimes lasted for days. Some tribes used a

single pole, tree or rock for a goal, whrle other tribes had two

goalposts through which the ball had to pass. Balls were made

out of wood, deerskin, ba ked clay or stone.

The evolution of the Native American game into modern lacrosse

began in 1636 when Jean de Brebeuf, a Jesutt missionary, documented

a Hur0n c0ntest in what is n0w southeast 0ntario, Can ada.At that
time, s0me type of lacrosse was played by at least 48 Native American

tribes scattered th roughout what is now southern Ca nada a nd a ll

parts of the United States. French pioneers began playing the game

avldly in the 1800s. Canadian dentist W. George Beers standardized

the game in 1867 with the adoption of set field dimensions, limits to

the number of players per team and other basic rules.

New York University fielded the nation's first college team in lSll
and Philips Academy, Andover (Massachusetts), philips Exeter

Academy (New Hampshire) and the Lawrenceviile School (New

Jersey) were the nation's first high school teams in 18g2. There

are 400 college and 1,200 high school men's lacrosse teams from

coast to coast.

The first women's lacrosse game was played in l8g0 at the

st. leonard's school in scotland. Although an attempt was made

to start women's lacrosse at Sweet Briar College in Virginia in 1914,

it was not until 1926 that Miss Rosabelle Sinclair established the

first women's lacrosse team in the United States at the Bryn Mawr

School in Baltimore, Maryland.

Men's and women's lacrosse were played under virtually the same

rules, with n0 protectrve equipment, until the mid-1930s. At that
time, men's lacrosse began evolving dramatically, while women's

lacrosse contrnued to remain true to the game's original rules.

Men's and women's lacrosse rematn derivations of the same game

today, but are played under different rules. Women's rules limit stick

contact, prohibit body contact and, therefore, require little protective

equlpment. Men's lacrosse rules allow some degree of stick and body

contact, a lthough violence is neither condoned nor a llowed.

Field lacrosse is sometrmes percerved to be a violent and

dangerous game, however, injury statistics prove otherwrse.

While serious injuries can and do occur rn Iacrosse, the game

has evolved with an emphasis on safety, and the rate of injury

is comparatively low. Ensuring the safety of participants rs

a major focus for US Lacrosse and its Sports Science and

Safety Com m ittee, wh ich resea rches inju ry data in the sport

and makes recommendations to make the game as safe

as practicable.

There are 10 players in actron at one trme 0n a lacrosse team

a godie, three defensemen, three midfielders, and three

attackmen. At alltimes, a team must have three men on its

offensive half of the field and four men on rts defensive half.

EO[tIE

The goalie's resp0nsibility is to protect the goat and stop the

0pposing team from scoring. A good goalie also leads the

defense by reading the situation and directlng the defenseman

to react. A good goalre should have excellent hand/eye

coordination and a strong voice. Quickness, agility, confidence

and the ability to concentrate are also essentlal. Each team

has one goalte in the goal during play.

BEFETSETEil

The defenseman's responsibility is to defend the goal. The

defenseman generally restricts his play to the defensive end

of the field. A good defenseman should be able to react quickly

tn game situations. Agility and aggressiveness are necessary,

but great stick work rs not essentia I to be effectrve. Each

team should have three defensemen on the field.

TIOFIETIIERS

The midfielder's responsibility is to cover the entire field, playing

both offense and defense. The midfielder is key to the transition
game, and is often called upon to clear the ball from defense to

offense. A good midfielder demonstrates good stick work including
throwing, catching and scooping. Speed and stamina are essential.

Each team should have three midfielders 0n the field.

ATTASI(TEil

The attackman's responsibility is to score goals. The attackman
generally restricts his play to the offensive end of the field. A

good attackman demonstrates excellent stick work with both

hands and has quick feet to maneuver ar0und the goal. Each

team should have three attackmen 0n the field during play.

0n offense, the attacking team wtll run set plays and formations
justas a basketball team w0uld, with cutters, picks (no moving
picks allowed), and feeders. They will usuaily go 0ne-0n-0ne, or

Naturally, there are numerous opportunities for fast

breaks, or unsettled situations.

llEFETSIUETY

0n defense, teams usually play man-to-man with a team concept

of backups and slides to assist a teammate. when a person has

the ball, a defensive player may check (hit) his stick or his hands

in order to try to dislodge the ball. He may also deliver a body check

to the player from the front between the waist and the shoulders.

ln addition, in a loose-ball situation, a player may hit any opponent

within 5 yards of the ball in the same manner.
