After the first two seasons, 6v6 teams are required to have 70% of the players from host school.

6 v 6, 12 players per team

:30 shot clock

8-minute running-time quarters

45-minute games

Competitively played outside on 70x36m grass or turf field
No specialist positions, just runners and goalies

Draws only at the start of each quarter

Other NCAA rules will apply as applicable

Existing programs notify the District Coordinator
